She also travelled many seasons between 
the poles as a Geology guide on expedition cruise ships, before she 
decided to follow her dream of becoming a professional pilot. 
 
Since then, Julia earned a First Wings Award in 2024 and started 
working full-time at her flight school. 
 
Meeting the 99s had a profound impact on her life and where her 
aviation journey has taken her so far. The support and inspiration in this 
group of unique women is unmatched, and Julia is proud to be a part of 
it.
